	· Edward I builds Caerphilly Castle in South Wales, which annoys Llewellyn.

· In 1282, Llewellyn is captured and killed.

· Llewellyn owes money to Edward and refuses to pay it back. He also fails to turn up for Edward’s wedding.

· In 1274, Wales is ruled by an independent prince called Llewellyn ap Gruffudd.

· Edward declares war on Wales. They are hugely outnumbered and lots of Welshmen surrender straight away.

· Llewellyn has to give up and has all his land taken from him, apart from his family land in north-west Wales.

· Edward starts building more castles to control North Wales. He enforces English laws here, which is not popular with the Welsh people, so they start a rebellion.

· Edward I wants to rule Wales as well as England.

· Edward wants Llewellyn to pay public homage to him at Chester. Llewellyn doesn’t turn up, causing great embarrassment to Edward.
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
