	Linden Wood


	The Viking leader at the time of the Battle of Edington.

	Dane Axe


	A tapestry that shows us what happened in the Battle of Hastings.

	Fiort


	The commands that were given during a battle, using an instrument such as a horn or bugle.

	Buckler Shield


	The requirement for all free men to join Alfred’s troops and train.

	Rawhide


	A teardrop shaped shield used by the Norman cavalry.

	Military Music


	A huge, powerful axe for close contact fighting.

	Bayeux Tapestry


	An ancient Anglo-Saxon burial site that has been excavated and is now a historic attraction.

	Holmgang


	A long line of warriors with interlocking shields that form an impenetrable wall.

	Guthrun


	A throwing axe used at close range in battle.

	Sutton Hoo Ship Burial


	Wood from lime trees, which is used to make shields because it is strong but very light.
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
